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London – Paris – Vienna – Istanbul Cultural Shipping Line

The *MS SUPAMIRA* floating culture platform is a converted cargo vessel. It is to have a programme with a focus on the field of contemporary art, music, film, theatre and performance. The *MS SUPAMIRA* has been developed by the IPTS to have her base in Vienna. The ship will have a fixed mooring for part of the year and cruise up and down the Danube for the rest. Significant about the *MS SUPAMIRA* is that she will dock at various towns along the Danube to present, and build up a network between, artists and festivals in the Danube and Black Sea region. The interventional quality of the work will be extended spatially when the ship is on the move and continually being relocated. Selected artists are to accompany the ship along a part of its route and adopt an approach specific to the situation for the duration of their participation.

The *MS SUPAMIRA* Programme:
The deck and the hold of the *MS SUPAMIRA* can be used in a variety of ways. While sailing up and down the Danube they provide workspace for artists in residence, some of whom embark in Vienna while others board en route. Projects will be realised on board the ship, which is to serve as an interface between science, technology, culture and commerce. At its Hermannpark mooring in Vienna and at stops – harbours – along the entire stretch of the Danube the *MS SUPAMIRA* is to serve as a venue for the presentation of projects in various genres and media, realised on board or 'taken along' while on route. These projects include exhibitions, light and/or sound installations, film screenings and expanded cinema, a DJ line, visuals, performance and theatre. A bar will also be run on board. The *MS SUPAMIRA* curators are: Christof Cargnielli (music), Mirjana Djordjevic (Serbia-Montenegro), Valie Göschl (theatre, CIS), Amina Handke, Walter Seidl (art, Eastern Europe), Andrea Winklbauer (art, video, film).

SUPAMIRA Ship Shares 
The SUPAMIRA Ship Shares are an innovative form of financing to establish a cultural institution. The documents themselves are shares in SUPAMIRA Ltd. London, which is to be the registered owner of *MS SUPAMIRA*, but they are also artworks in their own right designed by the Austrian graphic designer Tex Rubinowitz. 

Produced as a multiple in an edition of 10,000, the shares may be purchased at a starting price of Euro 99.99 per share. The purchaser of a SUPAMIRA share will be named on the document, their name so becoming both integral to the artwork itself and also to the project. In addition, each original purchaser of shares will be named on the owners' plaque to be mounted on board the *MS SUPAMIRA*.

At the start of 2007 a motorised cargo ship will be purchased with the revenue from sales of the shares, and converted according to plans drawn up by the group of architects 'tat ort'. The launch of the culture ship is scheduled for Summer 2007. The SUPAMIRA Ship Shares are freely available to everybody with an interest in culture, providing an opportunity to make a small contribution to an innovative and very promising project, and have their names inscribed for posterity.
